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The goal of this study is to evaluate the efficacy and safety of upadacitinib in adult and adolescent
subjects with moderate to severe hidradenitis suppurativa (HS) who have failed anti-TNF therapy. The
primary hypothesis is that upadacitinib will provide superior efficacy compared to placebo and will be
well-tolerated in adult and adolescent subjects with HS. The study begins with a screening period to
determine if subjects meet eligibility criteria. Those who are eligible will be randomized to receive daily
oral dose of upadacitinib or matching placebo. Depending on their response, subjects may be re-
randomized during later stages of the study.
